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Tl changes gear
on the EV track

The group is learning
from an unsuccessful
foray into e-scooters
by focusing on
electrictractors,
three-wheelersand
heavy commercial
vehicles

Imost seven years before the
Arelease of Baahubali: The

Beginning, actor Tamannaah
became one of the country’s first
brand ambassadors of an electric
scooter in November 2008. It was her
emerging popularity in the Telugu
and Tamil movie industries that
prompted BSA Motors (a unit of Tube
Investments of India, TII, from
Murugappa Group) to rope in
Tamannaah for its foray into electric
vehicles, or EVs.

Being the makers of iconic bicycle
brands such as BSA and Hercules,
EVs were a new terrain for TII. At that
time, the company had launched five
models of e-scooters — Smile, Diva,
Street Rider, Roamer and Roamer
Plus — within a price range 0f 328,000
t0330,000. For several reasons includ-
ing low speeds, the lack of long-last-
ing batteries and lower consumer
interest, the company had to exit the
market in the first half of the last
decade. Sales stood at around 14,000
units in 2009-10 and dipped to 6,000
units in 2011-12.

Now, a decade later, TII is getting
ready for an EV re-entry through a
fully-owned subsidiary, TI Clean
Mobility (TCM), created in early 2022,
by launching three-wheelers and
tractors. “In the 1980s, Murugappa
Group had applied for a two-wheeler
licence for a moped kind of product.
They did not get it then. It has been
in the company’s bucket list ever
since. That’s why they entered EV
scooters in 2000s, I think that was
probably wrong timing for the foray

and the commitment to make the
investment was probably not there
because that was immediately after
the global financial crisis,” said
Ranganathan V, a former E&Y official
and an expert in family businesses.

Ranganathan added that now the
technology for battery and charging
is more developed, plus there is a bet-
ter demand for EVs.

This time, the company is better
prepared than in 2008, industry
experts suggest. More importantly,
the company is looking to build
synergies within the group with
this venture.

In what was seen as its initial step
towards moving to the EV space, the
group company Carborundum
Universal Ltd had acquired lithium
ion battery technology from the
Indian Space Research Organisation
a couple of years ago. Though the

group is tight-lipped, the move is
expected to help TCM ventures in
the long run.

“There are other synergies as well
in the case of tractors. Murugappa
Group already has an established
agriculture segment and they are
very big players in fertilisers and pes-
ticides (through Coromandel
Fertilisers). So, tractors come as a nat-
ural extension of its farming busi-
ness,” Ranganathan added.

In January 2022, the group
acquired Cellestial E-Mobility, a
Hyderabad-based start-up that
designs and manufactures e-tractors,
for161 crore. Cellestial had unveiled
the country’s first prototype of an
electric tractor in March 2020, claim-
ing to be having the capability to cov-
er 75 km on a single charge. The
advantages that the Cellestial acqui-
sition brings include swappable bat-

tery, regenerative brakes, power
inversion, charging from residential
AC outlet, fast charging and lower
total cost of ownership compared to
current ICE tractors. Electric tractors
will come under the brand Cellestial
Egati. The commercial launch of
tractors is also expected soon.
Two variants of electric tractors are
being developed to address different
power requirements.

Meanwhile, the group is planning
a September launch for e-three-
wheeler products under the brand
Montra Electric. The initial range of
three-wheelers is likely to feature
three variants in the passenger seg-
ment, three variants in cargo and
e-rickshaw segments. The name
Montra was chosen as the company
already has electric bicycles under
the same name. The group wants to
carry forward this brand name and
legacy in the EV space.

The first EV facility for three-
wheelers has been set up at Ambattur
and tractors are initially expected to
be manufactured at Bengaluru. The
three-wheeler unit will be coming up
with an initial capacity of 75,000
units per year. In the three-wheeler
segment, the company will be invest-
ing around 3200 crore. Arun
Murugappan, executive chairman of
TII, said recently that the electric
three-wheeler market will touch $1.7
billion (around $800 million now) by
2025, which is why the company is
betting big on the segment.

Initially, TCM will have distribu-
tion centres at around 40 locations
across the country, rising to 100 by
the end of this year. Compared to oth-
er players, TCM also has an advantage
of making use of the group’s estab-
lished supply chain of 3,500 direct
dealer points for bicycles and 190
exclusive retail outlets under the
brand “Track & Trail”. TII has a mar-
ket share of around 25 per cent in
India’s bicycle market.

Adding to its footprint in the EV
segment, TCM in July entered into a
definitive agreement with electric
heavy commercial vehicle company,
IPLTech Electric to acquire a 65 per
cent stake in that company for 3246
crore. IPLTech is India’s first company
to manufacture electric heavy com-
mercial vehicles under the brand-
name Rhino 5536. Another important
sign of better preparedness this time
is that the group has already entered
strategic partnerships to source com-
ponents from domestic players and
isin talks for semiconductor supplies.

By opting for less crowded seg-
ments of the EV market, TII may be
betting on a bigger first mover advan-
tage. The question is whether it will
be second time lucky.

“It was the money that attracted
ustothetraining,” says Jitendra
(hegives only his first name), an
assistant shuttering carpenter
trainee. He is talking about
Mission Kushal Karmi, the
Delhi government’s scheme to
improve construction workers’
skills. The state government has
promised to pay 4,200 to every
worker who completes the 15-
day training programme, which
was launched on July 6 with the
aim of upgrading the skills of
200,000 construction workers
inayear.

Unemployed for three
months, Jitendra and his
brothers —who came to Delhi
from Madhya Pradesh with their
families in tow to work as
construction workers — were
among the first to enrol in the
inaugural batch. They were
lured more by the money
than the “skilled worker
certificate” and labour card.
But after completing the
training, the brothers are
unemployed again.

Altogether 200 people
enrolled for the scheme.
Training for the first batch of the
pilot project ended on July 26.
Those who cleared the
assessment test have received
the skill certificate and labour
card but are awaiting the34,200
wage-loss compensation.

The government says the
training will increase workers’
income to¥8,000 per month,
enhance their productivity by
40 per cent and the quality of
products they make by 25 per
cent, and decrease wastage
by 50 per cent.

Business Standard spoke to
20 —thatis, 10 per cent — of the
trainees. Most of them said their
efficiency and efficacy had
improved after the training but
the wages hadn’t increased for
any one of them. All of them said
they were not even getting the

India Vision Foundation site in
Burari, is worried about finding
workers to register for the
upcoming batch. “If the
government does not release the
34,200 compensation, the
enrollments will decrease.”

Harshil Sharma, research
consultant, Delhi Building and
Other Construction Workers’
Welfare Board (DBOCWWB),
explains that there was a delay
in receiving the bank account
details of workers from the Delhi
Skill and Entrepreneurship
University (DSEU).

“Transferring money to
workers’ accounts is on our
priority list,” he adds.

The upskilling programme
includes an hour-long
theoretical class and seven hours
of practical training every day.
Trainers say while theoretical
classes are not a problem,
practical training has been
erratic due to the interference of
contractors at the sites. “We are

promised minimum wage.

According to the Delhi labour
department’s May 23 order, the
monthly minimum wages for
unskilled, semi-skilled and
skilled labourers in the state are
16,506,%18,187, and 320,019,
respectively. However, the wages
that they actually receive vary
from 39,000 for unskilled to
18,000 for skilled workers.

“We have learned how to
measure an area and use tools
but there is no increase in our
wages,” says Rohit Kumar
Sharma, atrainee.

When contacted, S C Yadav,
additional labour commissioner,
Delhi, said, “If the workers do not
get minimum wages, they should
lodge a complaint. Otherwise, we
cannot take action. There isno
provision for the department to
take suo motu action.”

The workers are, however,
glad that besides technical
learning and a government
certificate declaring them

skilled workers, they are even stopped from entering the
getting labour cards. site since it leads to work loss for

the contractor,” says a trainer.
The nextbatch Harshil Sharma agrees,
While training for the second “Enforcement at the

batch ended on Sunday, the
schedule for the next one is unc-
lear. Sohail Abbas, trainer at the
Simplex Infrastructures site in
Dwarka, says, “I have not rec-
eived any information about
registrations for the next batch.”
Pohap Singh, atrainer at the

subcontractor and supervisor
level is not possible. But we will
soon talk to contractors about
allowing the trainee to work
freely without worrying about
the output during the training.”
